	Monday 
29/06
	I can research information

Read on to ‘With Stanley stuck in her throat, she couldn’t breathe anymore.’ Identify that this animal is a turtle and then discuss why it is struggling to breathe - share image from the resources bank of a turtle with a plastic bag in its mouth.  Talk about why the turtle is eating Stanley and whether she thinks Stanley is something else (link back to the idea of him looking like a jellyfish).
Then discuss how you can help turtles with their confusion of plastic bags and try to stop them from swallowing plastic bags. Together, gather some ideas from web research and How to Help a Hedgehog and Protect a Polar Bear.

Make a simple list (EYFS children may need you to write the list for them or with support), of the key things that can be done to save the

turtles:

• Stop using single use plastic - use re-usable bags/water bottles/cutlery/straws

• Pick up your litter from the beach

• Recycle plastic

30/06
	I can write statements and write a ‘plastic pledge’
Use the list from Monday to write statements to create a pledge to save the turtles.

e.g:

Save the turtles.

To save the turtles from plastic this is what I promise to do.

I will stop using plastic that can only be used once.

I will take water bottles with me and I will use them again.

I will pick up my litter from the beach and I will put it in the bin.

I will recycle my rubbish.

I will use paper straws.

On an outline of a paper bag (from resources bank – plastic pledge), write your plastic pledge.  You could even perform your pledge for people in school or at home.

	Wednesday
01/07
	I can write instructions (using ‘and’ and exclamation marks!)
Following on from learning about plastic bags, we will look alternatives.  Read the instructions for how to make a recycled shopping bag using an old t-shirt - 
https://snapguide.com/guides/make-a-tote-bag-from-an-old-t-shirt-no-sewing/
Explain that this is a good way to recycle and to cut down on the use of plastic.

Work through each step (EYFS children may need some support with cutting and tying knots). Take pictures to support the writing process.

When the bags have been made, talk about how they have been made, talking through the instructions in order. (Prompt with questions as necessary. What did they need to do first? What came next? How did they cut the t-shirt? What equipment did they use? How did they finish their t-shirt?)
Then write (or draw and label) a set of instructions for how to make a shopping bag. 
E.g:
How to make a shopping bag

1. Get an old t-shirt, a pen, a ruler and some scissors.

2. Turn the t-shirt inside out and cut off the sleeves. Be careful with the sharp scissors!

3. Ask an adult to help you cut an oval in the neck of the t-shirt.

4. Draw a line at the bottom of the t-shirt. Make sure it is 5cm from the bottom!

5. Ask an adult to help you again and together make slits at the bottom of the t-shirt.

6. Make a double knot with the front and back strands. Tie them all together.

7. Turn the t-shirt instead out and you can see the bag you have made. Time to take it

shopping!

Year 1: Include -er and -est adjectives to support description and detail.

Get the oldest t-shirt you can find, a pen, a ruler and the sharpest scissors.

Make the neatest slits you can at the bottom of the t-shirt.

You have now made the smartest shopping bag!

	Thursday
02/07
	I can make predictions

Return to the story to check if Stanley and the turtle are both ok. Read up to ‘...he made something new.’ Make a prediction about what it is they think the boy has made. What other uses could there be for Stanley? Look at the ideas for uses on https://www.thisoldhouse.com/ideas/10-uses-plastic-bags
Do they sound like good ideas for Stanley? Give children an old plastic bag and ask them to think creatively about what they could do with it e.g. wrap a present, protect boots from the rain or mud, cover a plant pot. Ensure they are aware of safety rules with plastic bags and not to physically put them on their heads or faces.
Write about the information for the use for the plastic bag and why it would be useful.

Turn over the page and look at what the boy actually makes. Did you come up with that idea?

03/07
	I can write a letter in character as Stanley
Look back at the pages from yesterday’s lessons where Stanley gets made into a kite by the boy.  Look closely at Stanley’s face and to discuss how he is feeling. Is he happier? Safer? Freer?  Talk about the adventures Stanley could go on next and the things he will meet in the air.
Using these ideas, write a letter from Stanley thanking the boy for saving him.  Include what he can do in the air and how he is feeling. 
Dear Kind Boy,

Thank you for helping me! I was very frightened in the sea and I didn’t like being eaten

by all of the creatures down there. Did you know that there is an animal called a cockatoo squid? I thought it was the end of me. You helped me and I wanted to say thank you. In the air I feel safe and free. I am happy soaring above the clouds. I can see

birds and butterflies. None of them want to eat me! I am floating and tossing around

on the breeze. I like being a kite!

Stanley

Year 1: Stanley can also say thank you to the boy for saving turtle and how he is feeling now he can breathe again.
