	I can write facts and understand what they are
Talk about different types of books (fiction and non-fiction).  Discuss what type of book this is and how does it differ to a non-fiction book with information in.  Share with children the model text from the resources bank (sea creatures fact file).  Talk about how it is similar to the pages of the books they have been looking at and read it together, thinking about what the purpose of a fact sheet is.
Use the sequence and section grid (resources bank) and write down the facts discovered for each animal (turtle and jellyfish) - Fact 1 (where it lives) Fact 2 (What it eats) Fact 3 (How it is affected by plastic pollution)

Year 1: Think about other sections of the model text and any other facts which have been shared e.g. size, weight, fun fact which they can add.

Look back at all the animals encountered by Stanley and discuss which other animals could be added to an ocean creature fact file. Refer back to the list of creatures created at the start of the book lessons and discuss which ones they know enough about to write a section of the fact file. 
Children to decide on two creatures they can write facts about and complete the planning fact file grid (resources bank).  E.g:

Use the facts that were planned in yesterday’s lesson to write a fact file about their two chosen animals.  Here is an example of how to use the notes from the seals planning grid, to form the facts into sentences with the addition or nouns and pronouns. 
E.g:

They like eating
squid, shellfish and other small sea creatures. Don’t confuse seals with sea-lions! They

Check.  Get the children to complete the fact files and read through what they have written to check it.  Reflect on the key skills that should have been used:
Have the pupils used and to join words and clauses?

Can they punctuate some sentences accurately? Full stops, capital letters,

exclamation marks and question marks

Have they used suffixes correctly where no change is needed to the root?

Give pupils the opportunity to reflect and evaluate their writing, allowing them to make

revisions and corrections.

You may also write the fact files up in neat to create a class book of facts about ocean creatures (collation of work from children from in and out of school).
