	I can describe the character Stanley
Watch the video clip from Finding Nemo:

Talk about all the different animals that live in the sea and make a list.  Are there any animals which you do not recognise in the video?  Use the picture of Stanley from the text (in the resources pack) and talk about what type of animal Stanley is.  Then write statements about Stanley, e.g. This is Stanley.  He has big eyes. 

Year 1 - remember to use your capital letters and full stops.

	Independent writing task

Use the animal images from the resources pack and write statements to describe what type of animal they are, what they look like and any other facts that they know or have researched.
Year 1 – remember to use ‘and’ to join ideas together and use capital letters and full stops. 



	Wednesday
17/06
	I can use verbs
Look at the front cover and title of the book ‘Somebody Swallowed Stanley’.  These words all begin with s – make a list of other verbs (an action word – swallowed) to use instead of swallowed for a different book title, e.g.  Somebody Shouted at Sam.  Somebody Spooked Sue.

Then, look more closely at the front cover and identify some of the other animals in the image.  Write a sentence to predict which animal could swallow Stanley and what could happen to that animal. E.g. A whale swallowed Stanley.

Year 1 – add to your sentence by using ‘and’. E.g. A whale swallowed Stanley and it didn’t like the taste.

	I can make comparisons

Look at and read the first page of the text.  Talk about whether Stanley is a jellyfish.  Use the comparison chart from the resources pack (image of Stanley and one of a jellyfish) and complete the chart by describing both and then think again about whether Stanley is a jellyfish or not.

Year 1 – use sentences when comparing.

19/06
	I can use a question mark ? and/or an exclamation mark !
Look at the next page and read why Stanley isn’t a jellyfish.  What do you think the others might say about him?  Discuss conversations that the jellyfish might be having when they have seen Stanley, e.g. Who is he? Where did he come from? Look over there!  Then write in role as a jellyfish (using speech bubbles from the resources pack) to show what they are saying to each other. 
Year 1 - begin to add a dialogue between 2 jellyfish to use questions and statements, e.g. Who is he? I don’t know but he looks a bit like us.
