	Monday 
22/06
	I can research facts about whales

Before reading the next page, predict where you think Stanley might float to next, which other animals might he encounter in the sea?  Read the next 2 double page spreads up to ‘...She coughed and spluttered and then ....’ predict what you think will happen next.  Talk about whether it is safe for the whale to have swallowed Stanley and how they know that the whale should not have eaten him (coughed, spluttered).

Write sentences about what they have found out about whales using the lined sheet in the resources pack.
Year 1 - use of ‘and’ within sentences.

23/06
	I can write sentences using a capital letter and full stop

Read on to reveal what happened to Stanley and the whale continuing up to ‘Where he bobbed along gently, calm and carefree.’  Look at the clues on the next page to see if it helps predict the next animal to swallow Stanley.  Read up to ‘A seagull had swallowed Stanley – but now he was free.’  Talk about their own experiences of seagulls and what they eat (they will eat pretty much anything!).

Identify words which describe what the seagulls do and how they act (think, swoop, stand, screaming, ride, hover, stare).  Add these to words which are used in the text (flapped, pecked, snapped, nipped, flapping, squawking, swallowed) and make a list of words.  Use the text, website notes and poem to write some senetnecs about seagulls, you can use the lined page in the resources pack or your home learning book.
Year 1 - look closely at the endings of each words about seagulls and identify whether the -ing or -ed ending has been added.

	Wednesday
24/06
	I can identify words to describe Stanley’s journey to the sea floor
Continue reading up to ‘But something terrible happened before he reached the sea floor.’  Think about how far down Stanley would have to reach before hitting the sea floor.  Use the app (if possible) https://neal.fun/deep-sea/ to predict how far they think he will go, discussing the animals he would see along the way, e.g. manatee, clown fish, velvet crab, flounder, wolf eel, cockatoo squid.
To support describing Stanley’s journey and how he moves, show a film clip of a plastic bag in the ocean/sea:

Use the past tense verbs to describe Stanley’s journey and actions and place the appropriate verbs on the image of the floating plastic bag or you can write them in a list. (verbs and image from the resources pack)

25/06
	I can write a description of Stanley’s journey to the sea floor

Use the words and ideas from yesterday’s task to write a description of Stanley’s journey to the sea floor.

E.g. Stanley sank down and down. He floated past a manatee and he swirled around a flounder. He went deeper and deeper. Stanley sailed through the water with a bull shark and he peeped out at a cockatoo squid. He swam with a chain cat shark and he crashed into a shipwreck.

Year 1 – challenge - write the description as Stanley, applying the pronoun ’I’.  As Stanley passes a new animal, they can include some of his thoughts and feelings.

26/06
	I can create/write my own ‘What am I?’ poem
Read the next 2 pages up to ‘So who had swallowed Stanley?’  Talk about who the next animal is who swallows Stanley. Which animals have ‘paddle-shaped flippers’ ‘beautiful shells’ and ‘small wrinkly heads’?
Using the ‘What am I?’ poem from the resources pack, can you work out which creature it is about? (Stanley!)  Then use the animal pictures from last week (in the resources pack) to choose at least one animal to describe what they look like/act like.  Use these describing words to write your own ‘What am I?’ poem to describe one of the sea creatures.

Year 1 – try to complete more than one of your own poems to look at the comparisons between the two.
