The Rainbow Fish
Weekly Writing Tasks – Week 5 13/07/2020
	Monday 
13/07
	I can describe a character – The Rainbow Fish
Look at the front cover of the book (resources bank).  Read the title and discuss the picture, thinking about who and what the picture is showing, descriptions of the character (including the colours) and the background of the picture (setting, where the character lives). 

Write a description of the Rainbow Fish, based on the front cover.  Think about the colours that have been used, his size and what the setting looks like.  

Year 1: Use lots of adjectives in your description (describing words to add more detail to a noun) and also use ‘and’ to join your ideas together. 


	Tuesday
14/07
	I can think about how characters in the story may feel 
Read The Rainbow Fish up to and including the page where Rainbow Fish is nasty to the little blue fish and the other fish stop talking to him. Stop here. Discuss how the little blue fish/Rainbow Fish/the other fish felt and why (sad, shocked, and upset). Do they all feel the same? Suggest that if no one is happy then something must be done.
Pretend that you are the Rainbow Fish and write an apology letter to the Little Blue Fish for making him upset when he told him to ‘get away from me’. (resources bank)
Year 1: Think about extending your writing to include reasons why you (as the Rainbow Fish) may have made Blue Fish sad, through your actions.


	Wednesday
15/07
	To discuss unknown words from the story 
Read the whole book before this lesson, here is a link to an alternative online version - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=QFORvXhub28
Ask the children to orally recap the story in their own words, to check they have understood the beginning, middle and end of the story.  Then pick out three ‘new’ words from the story. You may wish to pick a few pages to focus on – the fish asking him to play, him talking to the starfish, the octopus coming out of the cave and the little blue fish returning to ask again (all have a good mix of vocabulary to focus on).  Discuss the words and ensure the children understand what they mean; give alternative words e.g. glide – swim, slide, slip, skate.
Make a list of the new words and then use them correctly in a sentence.  The sentence can either be linked to The Rainbow Fish book or not directly related to the story.

	Thursday
16/07
	I can describe a story setting
Thinking about the setting of the book, talk about where the Rainbow Fish lives and where the story happens.  Look through the book at the pages (or online) and particularly look at the pictures in the background that show the setting. Discuss them: colours, objects, plants and changes: normal ocean, coral reef, dark cave. 

Using inspiration stations 8a, 8b and 8c, choose one to use to write a setting description for.  In your descriptions, think about including what you can see, how objects/creatures might feel and any colours.

Year 1: write in full sentences and as a challenge, you could write about more than one setting.  



	Friday
17/07
	I can write about my own prized possession
Read the final page in the story.  Discuss what were the prized possessions of the Rainbow Fish (his shiny scales) and talk about what prized possessions are (something that we have that we really, really like, more than other things we have and/or something that we want to keep very safe). 
Think about your own prized possessions.  Could they be a special toy or blanket?  Could it be a special book that a special person gave to you?

Draw draw a picture of the prized possession in the bank vault door and write about it.  Think about what it is, what it looks like and why it is special to you.
Year 1: use because/but to give reasons why your prized possession is special to you.
